A taxonomic study of the genus Acalypha L. in Thailand was conducted by surveying and
collecting plants from natural habitats every parts of Thailand. Photographs were taken, morphological
and ecological data were recorded for every plant species. All plant specimens were identified by
considering morphological characters and comparing with herbarium specimens deposited in Forest
Herbarium, Royal Forest Department (BKF) and the Herbarium of the Department of Agriculture
(BK). Nbmenclatural problems were classified by taxonomic literatures. Keys to species with full

descriptions of species supported by line drawing were provided.

According to the present study, the genus Acalypha in Thailand comprises 10 species:
